'”And now, O Israel, listen to the statutes and the rules that | am teaching you, and do them, that you may live, and go in and
take possession of the land that the LORD, the God of your fathers, is giving you. 2 You shall not add to the word that |
command you, nor take from it, that you may keep the commandments of the LorRD your God that | command you. 3 Your
eyes have seen what the LORD did at Baal-peor, for the LORD your God destroyed from among you all the men who followed
the Baal of Peor. 4 But you who held fast to the LORD your God are all alive today. ° See, | have taught you statutes and rules,
as the LOrRD my God commanded me, that you should do them in the land that you are entering to take possession of it.
©Keep them and do them, for that will be your wisdom and your understanding in the sight of the peoples, who, when they
hear all these statutes, will say, ‘Surely this great nation is a wise and understanding people.’ ” For what great nation is there
that has a god so near to it as the LORD our God is to us, whenever we call upon him? 8 And what great nation is there, that
has statutes and rules so righteous as all this law that | set before you today?

9“Only take care, and keep your soul diligently, lest you forget the things that your eyes have seen, and lest they depart from
your heart all the days of your life. Make them known to your children and your children's children— ®how on the day that
you stood before the LORD your God at Horeb, the LORD said to me, ‘Gather the people to me, that | may let them hear my
words, so that they may learn to fear me all the days that they live on the earth, and that they may teach their children so.’

" And you came near and stood at the foot of the mountain, while the mountain burned with fire to the heart of heaven,
wrapped in darkness, cloud, and gloom. > Then the LORD spoke to you out of the midst of the fire. You heard the sound of
words, but saw no form; there was only a voice. "> And he declared to you his covenant, which he commanded you to
perform, that is, the Ten Commandments, and he wrote them on two tablets of stone. ' And the LORD commanded me at that
time to teach you statutes and rules, that you might do them in the land that you are going over to possess.

Since you saw no form on the day that the LORD spoke to you at Horeb out of
the midst of the fire, '® beware lest you act corruptly by making a carved image for yourselves, in the form of any figure, the
likeness of male or female, "7 the likeness of any animal that is on the earth, the likeness of any winged bird that flies in the
air, "® the likeness of anything that creeps on the ground, the likeness of any fish that is in the water under the earth. " And
beware lest you raise your eyes to heaven, and when you see the sun and the moon and the stars, all the host of heaven, you



be drawn away and bow down to them and serve them, things that the LORD your God has allotted to all the peoples under
the whole heaven. 2° But the LORD has taken you and brought you out of the iron furnace, out of Egypt, to be a people of his
own inheritance, as you are this day. ' Furthermore, the LORD was angry with me because of you, and he swore that | should
not cross the Jordan, and that | should not enter the good land that the LORD your God is giving you for an inheritance. ??

25 "When you father children and children's children, and have grown old in the land, if you act corruptly by making a carved
image in the form of anything, and by doing what is evil in the sight of the LORD your God, so as to provoke him to anger, 26|
call heaven and earth to witness against you today, that you will soon utterly perish from the land that you are going over the
Jordan to possess. You will not live long in it, but will be utterly destroyed. 2” And the LORD will scatter you among the
peoples, and you will be left few in number among the nations where the LorD will drive you. 28 And there you will serve gods
of wood and stone, the work of human hands, that neither see, nor hear, nor eat, nor smell.

Personal Reflection or Group Discussion Questions

Open: When you were growing up, were there any rules in your household that you remember not appreciating?
Read and Discuss: Deuteronomy 4:1-24, 40

1. Deuteronomy 4:1 and 4:40 state what has been called the "Deuteronomic Principle.” How would you summarize this
principle? How does this principle relate to New Testament Believers in Christ?

2. Why is the command of verse 2 often difficult for mankind to obey? Even though we resist rules, why are we so often
prone to add rules to what we expect of ourselves and others?

3. What do verses 6-8 tell us about why God chose to work through Israel as He did? How does God's intent for Israel
as seen in these verses play out in our lives today?

4. Inverse 9, Moses says to the Israelites, "keep your soul diligently.” What does this mean? Why is this critical to do?

5. Verses 9-14 stress God's desire that the Israelites pass on what they know to their children. From what Moses has said
so far, how would you summarize the truths they were supposed to tell their children? Given our current culture, what
are some important truths that we must pass on to the next generation?

6. Inverses 15-24 and following, God warns the Israelites to not make or turn to any other gods, which should have
been easy for them given what they’'d seen the True God do for them. So, what may have caused the Israelites to so
often fail God in this way? What lesson is there for us in their example?
