Why do you think Jesus does not defend himself when given the
opportunity to do so (v. 5)? How do we know when silence is the best response to accusations?

Why might the crowd have been so intent on having Jesus crucified (vv. 13-14)? Why do you
think those who knew Jesus, like the disciples, did not stand up for him?

Of all the things described in this passage that Jesus suffered leading up to his death, what do
you think were the most painful and the most shameful? What does this indicate about the
condition of humanity?

2:23) What are some practical implications for how Christians should respond to similar unjust
suffering? (See 1 Peter 2:19-21; 3:14-17)

Pray:

What does it mean to be forsaken? What does it feel like to be forsaken by someone close to
you? In what sense was Jesus “forsaken” by God? (See Isa 53:6, 10, Rom 3:25, Gal 3:13)

Jesus said there is no greater expression of love than to lay down one’s life for another (John
15:13). The Bible frequently speaks of Jesus’' death “for us” as an expression of God the Father
and Jesus' love for us. (See Rom 5:6-8, Eph 5:2.) What does it mean that Jesus died “for us"?

How do you personally experience the love of God in connection with Jesus' death? Does it
seem to you as something distant and removed, or as a present, meaningful reality?

How might regular reflection on the death of Christ serve to instill a greater sense of God'’s all-
encompassing love toward you? (See Romans 8:32, 37-39.)

Ask God to help us grow in our appreciation of what Christ did for us through His death.
