with fasting and in sackcloth, and with earth on their heads. 2 And the Israelites 

separated themselves from all foreigners and stood and confessed their sins and the 

iniquities of their fathers. 3 And they stood up in their place and read from the Book of 

the Law of the Lord their God for a quarter of the day; for another quarter of it they 

made confession and worshiped the Lord their God…. 

6 “You are the Lord, you alone. You have made heaven, the heaven of heavens, with 

all their host, the earth and all that is on it, the seas and all that is in them; and you 

preserve all of them; and the host of heaven worships you. 7 You are the Lord, the God 

who chose Abram and brought him out of Ur of the Chaldeans and gave him the name 

Abraham.

Open:    Can you share an example of a situation where someone was merciful to you or a person 

close to you? How might people respond to receiving mercy in various ways? 

Read & Discuss:  Nehemiah 9:1-5 

1. Nehemiah 9:2 states that the assembled people “confessed their sins and the iniquities of 
their fathers.” What is the significance or value of public acknowledgement of sin versus 
private confession? Why do you think it was important for them to also acknowledge the sins 
of their ancestors? How does their behavior differ from contemporary behaviors in the 
Church? To what extent should their confession be an example for us? 

2. Nehemiah 9:3 describes a gathering that involved several hours of reading God’s Word, 
confessing sin and worshipping God. What might be the benefit or desired outcome for such 
extended gatherings for God’s people today? What are the challenges that would need to be 
overcome for this to happen? 

Read & Discuss:  Nehemiah 9:6-31 

3. Nehemiah 9:6-31 is a brief historical account of the relationship of God to the descendants 
of Abraham. What are some words used in the text to describe how the people of Israel 
behaved toward God? Which, if any, of those words are accurate descriptions of you? 

4. Conversely, what are words used in the text to describe how God acted toward the Israelites? 
What themes have repeated emphasis? How does the character of God revealed in this 
passage reassure you? Where might it challenge your typical assumptions in specific ways?  

5. Nehemiah 9:10 says God made a name for himself “as it is to this day.” How is God’s making 
a name for himself connected to his exercise of mercy? How might God’s concern for his own 
renown be a source of hope for people in need of mercy? 

Read & Discuss:  Nehemiah 9:32-38 

6. Nehemiah 9:38 reads, “Because of all this we make a firm covenant in writing.” What do you 
think “all this” refers to, and why would that be cause for the people to make a covenant with 
God? Is there value in us as believers making similar commitments to God today? 

Apply:    What are some next steps God might be calling you to in response to his unrelenting and 
inexhaustible mercy toward you? 

Pray:  Pray we would be a people who delight in and appropriately respond to God’s mercy. 



Nehemiah 9:1-38 
1 Now on the twenty-fourth day of this month the people of Israel were assembled with fasting and in sackcloth, and with earth on their 
heads. 2 And the Israelites separated themselves from all foreigners and stood and confessed their sins and the iniquities of their 
fathers. 3 And they stood up in their place and read from the Book of the Law of the LORD their God for a quarter of the day; for another 
quarter of it they made confession and worshiped the LORD their God. 4 On the stairs of the Levites stood Jeshua, Bani, Kadmiel, Shebaniah, 
Bunni, Sherebiah, Bani, and Chenani; and they cried with a loud voice to the LORD their God. 5 Then the Levites, Jeshua, Kadmiel, Bani, 
Hashabneiah, Sherebiah, Hodiah, Shebaniah, and Pethahiah, said, “Stand up and bless the LORD your God from everlasting to 
everlasting.

20 You 
gave your good Spirit to instruct them and did not withhold your manna from their mouth and gave them water for their thirst. 21 Forty years 
you sustained them in the wilderness, and they lacked nothing. Their clothes did not wear out and their feet did not swell. 
22 “And you gave them kingdoms and peoples and allotted to them every corner. So they took possession of the land of Sihon king of 
Heshbon and the land of Og king of Bashan. 23 You multiplied their children as the stars of heaven, and you brought them into the land that 
you had told their fathers to enter and possess. 24 So the descendants went in and possessed the land, and you subdued before them the 
inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites, and gave them into their hand, with their kings and the peoples of the land, that they might do with 
them as they would.
